Il. HOW TO FORMAT THE PAGE

A. Page Size and File Format
Prepare your paper on a Letter size paper 8 1/2" x 11" (21.5cm x 27.9cm). Do not use A4 size paper,
as this will cause formatting problems. Submit the Microsoft Word file of your paper.

B. Fonts

Best results will be obtained if you use Microsoft Word or a word-processing program with several
font sizes. Try to follow the font sizes specified in Table 1. As an aid to gauging font size, 1 point
is about 0.35 mm. Use the Times New Roman font.

C. Margins and Formats
In formatting your paper, set the top margin to 0.85 inch (22 mm), bottom margin to 1.25 inch (32
mm) and left and right margins to 0.9 inches (22.8 mm). The column width is 3.22 inches (82 mm)
with 0.3 inches (7 mm) space between the two columns. It is best to simply use this template.
One column format is also fine if you like.

You should left- and right- justify your columns. Use automatic hyphenation. Please adhere to
US English spelling conventions. Please do not number this page.

You can include a maximum of one figure and one table as needed. Figure caption should be below
the figure; table caption should be above the table.

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Abstract
The Metaverse is considered the next generation of information technology. However, most
Metaverse-related services and applications are limited to individual communication and
entertainment. Research and services have not yet been developed for companies’ Metaverse-
based operations. Therefore, in this paper, we briefly discuss the current research trend related to
virtual enterprise in the Metaverse, the benefits of virtual enterprise in the Metaverse, and the
roles of artificial intelligence in virtual enterprise in the Metaverse.

l. Introduction

The COVID-19 pandemic made remote work more common than ever, significantly impacting
how companies operate (Brynjolfsson et al., 2020; Galanti et al., 2021). Remote video
conferencing tools, project management tools, and cloud-based collaboration tools have built an
environment in which employees can work remotely even when physical movement is restricted
(Blanchard, 2021; Kristof, 2020). However, this situation is still at the level of providing
functions for collaboration and communication for remote workers, and companies’ main tasks
are carried out offline. The emergence of the Metaverse opens up possibilities for the
implementation of an entirely virtual enterprise (Yemenici, 2022).

The Metaverse is “the post-reality universe, a perpetual and persistent multiuser environment
merging physical reality with digital virtuality” (Mystakidis, 2022, p. 486). It is considered the
next generation of information technology, and major technology companies such as Facebook,
Microsoft, and Epic Games have attracted much interest from other organizations and investors
by investing in Metaverse-related initiatives in recent years (Fernandez, 2022; Kaur & Gupta,
2021). However, most Metaverse-related services and applications are limited to individual
communication and games. Research and services have not yet been developed for companies’
Metaverse-based operations. Likewise, research and service developments for the operation of
virtual companies based in the Metaverse are insufficient. Therefore, in this paper, we briefly
discuss the current research trend related to virtual enterprise in the Metaverse, the benefits of
virtual enterprise in the Metaverse, and the roles of artificial intelligence (Al) in virtual enterprise
in the Metaverse.
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1. The current research trend related to virtual enterprise in the Metaverse

The current research trend related to the Metaverse is mainly focused on exploring the concepts,
potential application benefits, and drawbacks of the Metaverse (Lee et al., 2021; Sparkes, 2021;
Wang et al., 2022), but not many researchers discuss topics related to virtual enterprise in the
Metaverse. Some researchers examine the development of virtual offices and concerns related to
organizational changes, security, and privacy.

Emerging virtual enterprises operating in the Metaverse will target new markets, solve various
business problems, and provide new products and services to manage efficient resources
(Yemenici, 2022). The virtual office is a technology that allows members to communicate and
collaborate through virtual rather than physical space and is an essential part of a virtual
enterprise. The virtual office can be implemented by integrating various information technologies,
including virtual meeting platforms, remote collaboration tools, and virtual reality techniques that
provide an immersive employee experience (Bennett, 2022). However, the firms that adopt the
virtual office are expected to experience organizational changes, such as interfirm collaboration
processes, autonomous work environments based on distributed organizations, flexible leadership,
and a sense of belonging among members (Chen, 2023). Additionally, some concerns about
virtual enterprise are related to privacy and security issues (Chen, 2023; Yemenici, 2022).

I1l.  The benefits of virtual offices in the Metaverse

The adoption of virtual enterprises increases the autonomy and satisfaction of employees due to
telecommuting, and from the perspective of the company’s managers, the cost of running physical
offices can be dramatically reduced (Davenport & Pearlson, 1998). The immersive environment
of the digital world improves concentration on work and enables efficient communication among
organization personnel (Popescu et al., 2022). Additionally, because many restrictions in the
existing physical environment can be resolved, work efficiency can be expected to increase
through the optimization of various business processes to suit the virtual environment (Popescu et
al., 2022). Overall, virtual offices in the Metaverse offer significant benefits that can help boost
work efficiency, productivity, and costs of business.

V. The roles of Al in virtual offices in the Metaverse

Al will play a critical role in virtual offices in the Metaverse. Al can provide a variety of analyses
to enable managers of virtual offices to make data-driven decisions, such as demand forecasting
and employee productivity forecasting (Clark et al., 2020; Raza & Khosravi, 2015). All tasks in
virtual offices are performed in the digital world, so personal work history data can be stored. As
a result, Al can be trained on the basis of these stored data to provide optimized help for the
individual. Because Al minimizes human error and takes advantage of the ability to work without
restrictions on hours, it can enable independent work performance within the Metaverse as an
independent entity (O'Leary et al., 1997).
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V. Conclusion

When services and businesses based in the Metaverse become widespread, many virtual
enterprises will operate entirely in the digital world. These virtual companies will compete with
companies that operate mostly in the existing physical world; virtual strengths will include
increased work efficiency, reduced costs, and effective communication. However, studies related
to the Metaverse are still limited to games, communication, and entertainment, so more research
is needed on the essential elements of virtual offices necessary for company operations.

At the same time, the cybersecurity technologies and software needs to be aligned with ChatGPT
functionalities and operations to optimize the performance efficiency of Al applications in
cybersecurity.

The World View of the Believers of “Strive to Benefit Humanity” (ZYA3h):
Vertical and Horizontal Connectivity

Some former students of mine who read the essay "Strive to Benefit Humanity" (3-¢] <17},
October 2022) recently sent me communications that raised two questions:

(1) What was ""the worldview (and the ethical foundation)™ of the Korean thinkers who
advocated "'Strive to Benefit Humanity"'?

(2) The ideal originated from a tribal society more than two thousand years ago. Is it still
valid in the 21st century?

| attempt to both answer these pertinent questions and elaborate on other relevant, related points
below, first with a warning:

Warning: Ancient Korean thinkers understood better what they thought than the Chinese
historians who wrote, rewrote, and distorted the history of Asia's Northeast. Many of the latter
were not responsible thinkers. It is well-known that either voluntarily or under pressure from the
ruler, many Chinese (and Imperial Japan's) historians irresponsibly resorted to what some call
the corrupted or fake versions of ==& ¥/ (Z# 72, Confucius' guiding principle in writing
history). As a result, the &= %/ (#%# #7%4), which was also known as =%/ Z( 4 # 14 4,
straight writing of history), began to wear new clothes over time and became

T (L A, crooked writing of history). The latter includes, for example, the documents
of China's Northeast Project (7 1 #7) that describe "Gojoseon (Z=47), Bu-Yeo (72 <9),
Goguryeo (-Z 7*27), and Balhae ( 2/-3}) as regional governments of the ancient Chinese empire.
Therefore, Koreans should be warned that there is no guarantee that Chinese historians
sycophantic to the proponent of the "China Dream" (resurrection of the Empire of China) would
not argue that the ideal of "Stive to Benefit Humanity" (= </ ¢/7/ originated from China [more
specifically, Han (72£) tribe], if they deemed it as useful for propaganda or self-satisfying
chauvinism.

One way to summarize the Korean thinkers' worldview (and the ethical foundation is Vertical
& Horizontal Connectivity.

We, you and I, are connected both (i) through time with the past and the future vertically and (ii)
through space horizontally. Your past did not start on the day when you were born, and your
future will not end on the day when you die. You have already inherited many things from the
past through the relationship with your parents, and therefore you did not "start" from you. You
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are not the only owner of "your past." Likewise, the so-called "your future™ is not "yours" only.
Even after your death, you bequeath your heritage, accomplishments, and mistakes to your
descendants; therefore, you do not end with your death. You continue to live through your
descendants.

The nexus of "horizontal connectivity" is to find your neighbors. If you look at your front, rear,
left and right, you find that you are not alone. The so-called "your body" is not yours alone. You
were born to your parents, specifically from your mother's womb, and your body grew thanks to
your mother's milk and food provided to you by other people. Therefore, the so-called "yours" is
not yours alone. You have lived, are living today, and shall live until your death thanks to the
favor or assistance from other people.

The Korean thinkers realized that what is "mine" is composed of things of "not mine." Therefore,
our vertical connectivity should necessarily lead to recognizing the horizontal connectivity, i.e.,
the importance of finding our neighbors (including even those we may never meet personally),
universal brotherhood and sisterhood, and serving and benefiting humankind. Such serving and
benefiting may start from a specific tribe, country, or nation, but it should spread to the rest of the
world.

| grasp that the "Stive to Benefit Humanity" (-5 <] ?1%}) philosophy (or way of life) was founded
on the reasoning of vertical and horizontal connectivity that originated from the Poong Ryu Do
(FF %) inscribed in the Nan Lahng Be Suh(}+=1] 4]). The inscription was composed by Choe
Chi Won (] X] €, 857-?) of the Shilla Kingdom. The Shilla scholar returned to his homeland
after being disappointed by the education system prevailing in then China (Tang Dynasty).
According to Choe, “Even before Taoism, Confucianism, and (Chan) Buddhism were introduced
in China in the Axial Age” (BCE 800 — BCE 200), Korean ancestors had developed and practiced
Poong Ryu Do (&+X=) that had already integrated the concepts and ideas espoused later by the
three Chinese philosophies. [See 173 (Kim Sang Yil), # Z g/ (Han Philosophy), Jeon-mang
Sa, Seoul, 1983]

"Stive to Benefit Humanity" (-] 21 7}) is neither trite nor bigoted nationalism (or even
chauvinism) as the idea of Fuguo Qingming (& 258 Fe, F-=7 7%, "rich country, strong
military™) advocated by the Chinese (or Japanese) imperialists. On the contrary, the former idea
counters the latter. It is also compatible and mutually reinforcing with the ideal of today's
democracy and Buddhism's teaching of compassion (Z}H]), Christianity's supreme ethical
principle, "love your neighbor as you love yourself," Confucius' Ren (%!, humaneness),
Mencius minben zhengzhi (71324 ], "people-based politics,"), and Lao Tzu's servant
leadership that enables the people to say, "Amazing: we did it, all by ourselves!"

Moreover, all these teachings by significant religions or philosophies were developed in ancient
times when societies were organized primarily as tribal ones. They counter all imperialisms the
nations and people of both the East and West have practiced, justifying the concept of Might
Makes Right. Isn't it self-evident whether they are valid and applicable in the 21st century?
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Doesn't the same reasoning apply to the ancient Korean teaching of "Stive to Benefit
Humanity" (-£-¢]217H)?

Dosan Ahn Chang-Ho's values and ethical principles are fused with &2} 217+

Whenever | read about Dosan Ahn Chang-Ho, | am impressed by his repeated emphasis

on Korea in the world, of the world, and for the world. | understand that Dosan's values and
ethical principles were the foundation of the March 1 (1919) Declaration of Independence. The
declaration called for Korea's independence from Japanese colonial rule. Furthermore, it is
important to note, it also called for humanity's togetherness for existence and prosperity. The
1919 declaration was far from the type of nationalism often found in many nations; it was
inseparably fused with the "Stive to Benefit Humanity™ ideal, which, in turn, was founded on the
framework of vertical and horizontal connectivity.

With the following two friendly suggestions:

(1) Whenever the readers find the expression "/ 3" or "1L%1" in any of the above books, |
suggest replacing it with " 3Z" for the following historical reason. The character " " has a
derogative connotation; "L 32" (or "L T1") refers to "stateless vagabonds who left the country
illegally.” After defeating the Mongolian-controlled Yuan Dynasty, the early Ming Chinese
emperors closed China's borders to the world. They demolished the Medieval Globalization

that Kublai Khan achieved on the foundation laid by his grandfather Genghis Khan. The
millions of Chinese (the so-called "3} 3" residing in Southeast Asia today are the descendants of
those Chinese who left China "illegally™ (without government permission). Therefore, There is
no reason why today's Koreans use such a "disparaging” (if not as insulting as "nigger, chink, jap,
or gook) expression to refer to fellow Koreans living abroad.

The former can lead to misunderstanding
or misinterpreting of the founder’s values and statements, while the latter is consistent. Note that
the words Dosan repeated so many times in his life were, for example, "t} o] 2] 2] =] 7}
e oA Utk of 2liES 41718 5T ("1 did not come to become your head; |
came to serve you"); and " 12 W] A o], o3 -2 2] A" ("Responsibility is mine, honor
is ours™). Indeed, Dosan Ahn Chang-Ho was an exemplary servant leader for Koreans in the
early 20th century.
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Back to the vertical and horizontal connectivity concept stressed by the advocates of "Strive to
Benefit Humanity." Isn't the validity of this concept in the 21st century self-evident? Shouldn't
we, Homo sapiens, pay close attention to this idea if we want to continue our existence and
prosper together? Albert Einstein famously said, "I have all along been standing on the shoulders
of giants." Aren't Einstein's words a variation of the statement of human connectivity?

Considering Einstein's words, view George Scialabba’s insightful article, "What Were We
Thinking," in Commonweal magazine (January 2023, pp. 20-25). Scialabba's main point is: "All
production is social production. The productive assets of every age are the joint product of
all preceding ages, and all those born into the present are legitimately joint heirs of those
assets.” Isn't Scialabba's point commensurate with and reinforcing with the ideal of =] 21712 It
sounds as if Scialabba were setting up the ethical foundation for socio-economic policy from the
standpoint of the Korean thinkers who enunciated the idea of "Stive to Benefit Humanity."

Now, | want to share my reading of how the elites (rather than servant leaders) of the American
society, where most of the Letters readers live and work today, would react to the Commonweal
writer's point or the idea of "Stive to Benefit Humanity."

In the February 2022 essay, "Does Financialization Lead to a Moral Economy?" | pointed out that
today, the American chief executive officer's compensation jumped to more than three hundred
times that of the average worker from a ratio of less than thirty in 1978. Based on Economic
Policy Institute data, I also stated that CEO compensation had grown 940% since 1978, while
typical worker compensation remained almost flat (rose 12%) over the same period.

In addition, | pointed out that such diverging compensation is a direct and sad consequence

of neoliberal capitalism to which America was addicted during the past half-century, along the
line preached by Milton Friedman, the late "high priest of American capitalism." This Nobel prize
winner in "economic science™ argued: "The ethical principle [underlying] the distribution of
income in a free-market society is 'To each according to what he and the instruments he owns
produces.”" Friedman also stressed maximizing profits subject to risk as Homoeconomicus is the
name of the game in a free-market society.

So many followers of Milton Friedman's idea of neoliberal capitalism still rule America's business
world and deny Scialabba's "self-evident point." At best, they might also treat the "Stive to
Benefit Humanity" ideal as too lofty to realize.

Moreover, the neoliberalism that has dominated America for the past one-half century has
commoditized almost everything society needs. The latter includes the university where
"education service providers" sell commoditized training to the "customer-students™ while
preaching lofty goals. Professors seem to neglect providing, as mentors, education for mentee-
students to help the latter become Whole Persons (% 91) rather than Homoeconomicus (clever
economic animals). In such a milieu, how many "average educated" Americans, say, university
graduates, would appreciate Scialabba's point and the ideal of £-¢] 217} by extension, and take
them seriously?
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Scialabba argues that *"the average educated human of the twenty-third century will look back at
the average educated human of the twenty-first century and ask incredulously about ...our most
cherished moral and political axioms [e.g., Friedman's "To each according to what he and the
instruments he owns produce'], "How could they have believed that?***

To comprehend Scialabba's question better, mull over the following "flagrant forms of unfairness
in our (America's) national life."

= One American child in five lives below or near the poverty line.

= Somewhere between 80 and 90 percent of our economy's productivity gain since 1980 has gone
to the top 10 percent of the income distribution.

= The top twenty-five hedge-fund managers earn more than all the nation's kindergarten teachers
combined.

= Ten thousand Americans will die for lack of health care over the next ten years to give a large
tax cut to Americans with incomes above a half-million dollars, and so on, down the long and
shameful catalog. [See "What Were We Thinking," Commonweal, January 2023, p. 22.]

Additionally, consider continuing discrimination against minorities, political figures who corrupt
laws and give a bad name to democratic politics, and relatively weak progressive and
humanitarian forces to tamp America's baser elements rooted in racism.

Given such a sad reality, is it beyond the pale to worry that American democracy might not
survive indefinitely? How can one be sure that an event like the January 6th assault on democracy
will not repeat? And how can one be sure that the USA will exist in the twenty-third century?
Wouldn't it most likely slit its own throat or quietly take its own life in the act of "democide™?

My reading of America's history is that after World War 11, many Democratic and Republican
Party leaders attempted to tamp America's ills (originated from the sin of slavery and racism) into
a genie's bottle. In the first two decades of the 21st century, however, politicians like Donald
Trump opened the top of the bottle. They freed America's dark forces, eventually leading to the
January 6th assault on American democracy.

Consider the 2020 Presidential Vote by Religious Affiliation [2020 A.P. Vote Cast, as reported

in National Catholic Reporter, January 20-February 2, 2023, p. 1]. Trump got 81% of the vote
from White Evangelical Protestants, 71% from Mormons, 58% from White Mainline Protestants,
58% from Hispanic Protestants, and 57% from White Catholics, respectively. Given such
statistics, are the Letters readers optimistic as to the future of American democracy and polity? |
am not.

To avoid a tragic end of democracy likely provoked by a grossly unfair political economy mixed
with America's dark forces released from the genie's bottle, America should go beyond the
wisdom of Enlightenment thinkers to the classical times to address the "crisis of its neoliberal
system.” We cannot fundamentally address the ills of capitalism (which include slavery and
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racism) unless we abandon the view of human society as an organization of rational egoists who
act to maximize their wealth (as Friedman advocated) and what it brings.

Moderns, especially economists, have been brainwashed by such neoliberal capitalist thinking
that they have forgotten the many relevant theories of man and human society that the classical
thinkers (in both the East and West) generated.

Plato, Aristotle, most Christian teachers of the West, and the great luminaries of the East,
Confucius, the Buddha, Lao Tzu, and ancient Korean sages, were emphatically thinkers of Being
(rather than Having).

Through education, human thinking should be oriented to the primacy of being over having and
doing for being rather than having.

It is as if our sagacious Korean ancestors had known that capitalism (especially today's
neoliberal version) would be wrong and immoral. | hope we, their descendants, are not tempted
to endorse or acquiesce to it because of its seeming massive productive and technological power.

The terminus of thinking from the ills of capitalism may likely be repudiation and replacement of
its theoretical bases by a theory of human nature and society that articulates the difference
between worth and value, community and collective, and well-being and wealth — as advocated
by the proponents of "Stive to Benefit Humanity" (€<} 217H).

More than anything else, "Strive to Benefit Humanity" absolutely counters the so-called Homo
sacer, the word (and concept) used by Italian philosopher Giorgio Agamben in his work.
Reducing human life to “biopolitics” is one of the main threads in Agamben's work. Homo
sacer, reduced to “bare life,” is deprived of fundamental human rights. It would not constitute a
crime even if a sovereign power Kills or exterminates such humans under whatever pretext.
Salient historical examples include the six million Jewish victims under the Nazi regime and the
millions of North and Latin American natives Killed by the white conquers.

Can we be optimistic about the human prospect when we read about human history? In addition
to the frequently raised question on the sustainability of the so-called "postindustrial” economy or
the long-term viability of the world economy (including the U.S. economy), consider the
following historical facts:

The white colonial conquerors killed a minimum of 40 million (or a maximum of 60 million)
natives in North America several centuries after the arrival of Christopher Columbus in America
in 1492'. As a result (and also because of infectious diseases transmitted by contacting the
Europeans), the North American native population shrank from 80 million to 1 million'.

We rightly condemn the Nazi massacre of the 6 million innocent Jewish people during World
War 1. However, we should also note that the de facto ethnic cleansing in North America that
preceded the Nazi atrocity by several centuries far exceeded the latter in the number of human
victims and the duration of barbarity.
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If anyone wonders how the white conquerors, or conquistadors, behaved in Latin (Central and
South) America, they wiped out 16 million natives. They replaced the latter with another 16
million enslaved people "imported” from Africa. One different aspect is that, unlike in North
America, the new white rulers in Latin America promoted the conversion of the native
"barbarians” to Christianity and the mixed marriage between whites and natives. [If one wants to
"feel" such Latin American history, one may listen to "La Llorona™" (The Weeping Woman), sung
by Carmen Goett. A legend is associated with the "wife™ or consort of Hernan Cortes, the
conquistador of the Aztec people. The La Llorona of the song downed her children in a river in a
rage at her "husband' who abandoned her. As a spirit, she was condemned to wander the river's
shores, forever searching for her dead children. For more details, see Wikipedia.]

In this framework, I recall my early 2000s class at a university in Seoul, where the students
discussed the history and issues of globalization. First, | stated that **the oppressed minorities in
both North and Latin Americas are still in the process of self-liberation, while the oppressors or
those who have benefited from their oppressive forebears are defending their inherited
privilege." And then, | posed a question for the 25 bight students: "Comparing the two white
groups in North and Latin Americas, which one do you think behaved as a 'more civilized' one?"

The super-majority of these 25 Korean students thought that it was a case (or variation) of what
Koreans call " 2.4 X, ¥l 1" ("50 steps vs. 100 steps"). In a battle against the enemy, which
soldier acted more cowardly, the soldier who ran away 50 steps vs. another soldier, 100 steps?

However, one student stood up and stated in a reprimanding tone: "*Professor, | hope you are
more careful in choosing words. If I were you, | would ask, which group was "more barbaric or
uncivilized" instead of ‘more civilized'?"* The rest of the students agreed, with their heads
nodding. My student's "correction” of the words | used to describe the history of North and Latin
Americas after the so-called “Columbus’ discovery” of America led me to continue to tell my
students about the economic foundation of the imperial powers:

(1) The economic foundation of the Roman Empire was the slavery of the conquered people.
Similarly, the material fruits of white America’s slavery system served as a primary, if not the
only, economic foundation. Based on this foundation, generations of the ruling white elites began
to build America's superpower status after World War I, especially after the end of World War II.
| know many of you want to pursue your doctorate at world-famous, great universities in
America. | hope, however, that you also study how such universities were founded and financed -
- and discern what to learn and what not to learn from them.

(2) The Empire of Japan attempted to imitate the historical process of achieving Fuguo
Qiangbing (& 5% fe, F-=-739, "rich country, strong military"”). It first enslaved its peasants
and conquered Koreans and (Manchurian) Chinese. The Japanese soldiers were taught (or
brainwashed) to believe that Koreans and Chinese were sub-humans who could be used or
disposed of to the former's whims. And in this background, try to understand the Nanjing
massacre in 1937. [The Nanjing Massacre, or the Rape of Nanjing, was the mass murder of
Chinese civilians in Nanjing, the capital of the Republic of China, by the Imperial Japanese
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Army. Beginning on December 13, 1937, the massacre lasted for six weeks. The perpetrators also
committed mass rape, looting, and arson. The massacre was one of the worst atrocities committed
during World War Il. Most credible scholars in Japan, including many authoritative academics,
support the validity of the International Military Tribunal for the Far East and its findings, which
estimate at least 200,000 murders and at least 20,000 cases of rape. Source: Wikipedia]
Fortunately to her neighbors, the demise of the Empire of Japan has led to Japan's
democratization and junior partnership rendered by the USA.

(3) Similarly, the Chinese Community Party elites want to repeat such a deplorable historical
process of Fuguo Qiangbing. They aim to achieve China's superpower status that matches the
U.S. as quickly as possible. To do so, they tend to think they need to use the nearly one billion
poor Chinese peasants as the supply source of modern-day "quasi-slaves” for export promotion. In
other words, the former treats the latter as tools (rather than whole humans), like the status of the
Chinese and Koreans during the age of the Empire of Japan.

| cite the "barbaric” or "uncivilized" behaviors historically committed by imperialists for the
following two reasons:

1. To stress that if we believe in human decency and dignity, we must neither commit nor
tolerate such atrocities under whatever pretext and wherever in the world in the 21st
century and beyond. But, whenever | read what's happened and is still happening, say, in
Xinjiang and Tibet or Ukraine, | presume, humanity has a long way to go to attain a
reasonably humane civilization. However, giving up the hope that we humans
will evolve or change for the better may not be an acceptable alternative. We may have to
retain certain “faith” in human characters to maintain such hope. At the same time, |
believe we should not have “excessive faith” in fellow humans naively, as often exhibited
tragically by Koreans in history. A devout Christian friend keeps telling me, “If we were
angels, we would neither need a government nor worry about invasions, wars, and
atrocities.”

2. To point out that we should constantly deal with contradictions in human characters and
watch out for the dark side of human nature. For example, how many times did Koreans
become victims to the carnages committed by imperial neighbors by naively believing
“Aul F2H L] et AbEE o] 18 2] 7F2" ("Impossible, how could the people
from the country that produced such sages as Confucius and Mencius commit such
butcheries to their neighbors?") Koreans should not forget the following historical fact:
China (Y8 1}2}) sent its army and navy to "help" Korea to defend itself from the Japanese
invasion during the brutal "seven-year war" (1592- 1598). But the butcheries the so-called
“allied” Chinese troops committed against the Korean people were as "demonic" or
"barbaric" as those invading Japanese soldiers did.

The history of what imperialists have done throughout the world provides a valuable Fanmian
Jidgoshi ()< 1f%¢fli, 98 2LA}). This four-character expression, translated as "Reverse Teacher"
and allegedly coined or used by Mao Zedong, is often used in China. If paraphrased, Koreans
should "learn reversely (or oppositely)" from the imperialists (in both East and West) who did
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not hesitate to exhibit their inhumane values, atrocities, and misbehavior wherever they invaded —
Africa, India, North and Latin Americas, Northeast Asia, Southeast Asia, Korean Peninsula, and
now Ukraine.

Koreans want global citizens to recognize and respect them as civilized and responsible humans.
If so, they should never commit such despicable behavior, even if they have been victims for
years. That is my understanding of the bottom line of the worldview (and the ethical
foundation) of the Korean thinkers who advocated "Stive to Benefit Humanity" (<] 213H).

In closing, | want to quote some words spoken by Vaclav Havel that reflected his worldview and
ethical foundation. Havel served as the last president of Czechoslovakia (1989-1992) and the
first president of the Czech Republic (1993-2003). In his address to the U.S. Congress (on
February 21, 1990), he said: Regardless of nationality, we, humans, should understand that "the
only genuine backbone of all our actions, if they are to be moral, is responsibility —
responsibility to something higher than my family, my country, my company, my success."
Havel's words and spirit coalesce with those of the advocates of &2} 217}, [END]

Some savvy China observers point out that China is the country that has benefited the most
economically from its pursuit of globalization among all nations in the world. Undoubtedly,
China has been rising by leaps and bounds economically and militarily, so its power has been
growing globally. Many Chinese elites believe it is not a remote prospect for China to achieve
parity of power and wealth with the US, the current "one and only superpower. Naturally, China
can impose a discourse guestioning the basic Western premises about human nature and human
values. If so, it is about time that China should pay close attention to global governance issues,
which are not confined to economic, political, and military matters but also include moral ones.

A question my Chinese academic colleagues and students frequently posed during my annual trips
to China from May/June 1989 through January 2020 pertained to China's rapid globalization
(Quan Qiu Hua, 4=2k1L): "Do you think that Chinese university faculties and students are gaining
a real global perspective in their education?"

My response can be summarized as follows:

e A genuinely globalized nation respects other countries and minds and appropriates its images in
the world. Without ethical respectability, neither power nor utility will elicit respect from the
global community. How a nation treats its people and its neighbors, however small and weak
they may be, has become a measure of the nation's respectability. In this respect, China has a
long way to go.

o China is still far behind the US in many areas, including scientific knowledge, technologies, and
military power. Therefore, China must continue importing and utilizing Western expertise and
technology to achieve parity with the US. Concomitantly, China will have to adopt, with
necessary modifications, Western political and economic institutions, with preparedness to cope
with social and cultural changes that must result. It is a pragmatic necessity. There is a paradox
for China. China should subject itself to a modernization regime after the Western model to
gain world-shaping clout in global governance. However, the ruling Chinese Communist
Party elites seem concerned that China may lose its perceived soul and identity in so

doing. However, reflective suffering can become a source of creative forces.

Looking forward, | raise four questions:
1. Will China continue abandoning its rich cultural legacy and endorse
mammonism rampant in today's mainland Chinese society, notwithstanding China's unfavorable

economic outlook this year coupled with the embarrassing failure of its Covid-19 policy and
geopolitical tensions exacerbating deeper structural problems?
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2. If China's robust economic growth fades, will its leaders become more inclined to take risks,
such as a military invasion of Taiwan or creating military tensions in the Korean Peninsula,
to distract the Chinese people's attention?

3. Will China's ruling power elites continue or move even deeper into command-and-control
statism, suppressing, with advanced technology, the discontent that may arise among ordinary
people? More specifically, will the current ruler perpetuate, or attempt to perfect, a Qin Shi Huang
(Z21h4 52)-style totalitarianism that Mao Zedong (&% 5#) admired?

4. The rule of law includes three concepts: (i) supremacy of law as opposed to the influence of
arbitrary power; (ii) everyone is equal before the law, and no person or political party is above the
law of the land; and (iii) the law of the constitution is the consequence of the rights of persons. In
contrast, China's conception of law seems to hold that (i) the ruler (or ruling party) can punish or
reward his citizens at his (or its) whim and as he (or it) deems appropriate; (ii) the ruler (or ruling
party) is not subject to his (its) own law because the ruler (ruling party) is above and beyond the
law; and (iii) the ruler (or ruling party) is the source of law — the ruler (or ruling party) can make
new laws and repeal old laws by fiat. The latter concept of law, China's contemporary
organizational form, is very close to the blueprint conceived by Hitler, Stalin, and Mao
Zedong — the destruction of civil society and the transformation of all the people into inmates of a
massive concentration camp and police informers. Are the Chinese people willing to transform
their country's governance form from the latter (*'rule by law') to the former

(""rule of law'™)? If the answer were affirmative, how would they achieve such transformation of
governance? And how long would they struggle in a political system that appears as if
George Orwell's 1984 were a child's play?

These are the crucial questions in the minds of peace-loving global citizens, especially those
living in smaller countries geographically condemned to live as China's neighbors.

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A Book Review: Pachinko

Pachinko is a novel by Korean American writer Min Jin Lee, who first
conceived the plot in 1989 and published it only in 2017. There are a total of
three volumes: Volume 1 Gohyang/Hometown 1910-1933 (17 chapters),
Volume 2 Motherland 1939-1962 (20 chapters), and the third volume
Pachinko 1962-1989 (21 chapters) (500+ pages).

Thankfully, I recently unexpectedly received this English version of the novel
as a gift from a senior scientist | respect. | have been invited to read this novel
through various channels several times in the past over the past few years, but
because of this and that reason, | have had a good opportunity to read it only
recently.

The novel is starting with the sentence ‘History has failed us, but no matter.’ The story begins with
a small family in a typical leisurely Korean fishing village in Yeongdo, Busan, Korea during the
Japanese colonial era. The story revolves around a character called 'Baek Sunja,” and the house of
Sunja is offering boarding that provides lodging and meals to fishermen and boarders.

Sunja, who was growing up peacefully and receiving warm love and care from his parents Hoonie
and Yangjin, unexpectedly got pregnant one day by secretly dating a person from Jeju Island called
Koh Hansu who lives back and forth between Busan's fish market and Japan to do binational fish
trading business. Later, Sunja married a young pastor named Baek Isaac, who came down from
Pyongyang and stayed at his house. Isaac, who became an assistant pastor of a Korean church in
Osaka, Japan, was captured by the Japanese police along with other members of the church who
refused to worship at the Shinto shrine and were severely tortured and imprisoned. In the end, he
passed away early at his youthful age.

On the other hand, in order to raise Noa born with Koh Hansu, and Mozasu born with her husband
Baek Isak, who died first, Sunja went on a peddling trip with the Kyunghee who is the wife of Baek
Yoseb, an older brother of Isak, to raise her children well. While working, they make and sell kimchi
and sugar snacks at home and live a difficult life. Later, her mother Yangjin also comes across the
Korean Strait and her two families live together in Osaka, Japan. Noa, an intelligent son with a
passion for learning, goes to Waseda University in Tokyo, but quits his studies in the middle and
goes to Hokkaido alone, working at a pachinko shop and starting a family with a Japanese woman
Risa lwamura and having four children.

In the meantime, Ko Hansu, who had only a daughter with his Japanese wife, pays for Noa's school
fees and provides an apartment for Noa, who he secretly gave birth to while with Sunja,
emphasizing that Noa is his son, but Sunja never accepts it. Noa sends only the money he earns to
the Sunja for living expenses, but does not return home to meet the Sunja without telling him where

he lives. So, Sunja and Ko Hansu set out together to find Noa, and in the end, they meet him only
once after Noa gets married. Mozasu later marries a Korean woman Yumi who worked at a
pachinko parlor, and she gives birth to his son Solomon.” Yumi dies in a car accident two years
later.

Solomon goes to study at Columbia University in the United States with his earnest desire to
overcome discrimination and contempt for Koreans. While working at a British bank in Tokyo after
returning to Japan after his study in the States, Solomon accidentally disposes of the real estate of
an old Korean Japanese while overseeing the company business entrusted to him.

Solomon tries to find a new job, but it is not easy to find a decent job because of the invisible and
subtle discrimination against Koreans. In the end, when he announces that he will take over his
father's pachinko business and work, his Korean American girlfriend Phoebe immediately packs
asuitcase to return back to America alone. Solomon also cannot forget his first love, his Japanese
hostess girlfriend Hana, the daughter of his father Mozasu's girlfriend Etsuko, and thinks of
marriage, but she eventually dies lonely in her hospital room. Hana wills Solomon to take over
thepachinko business of his father Mozasu.

In the last chapter of the novel, Sunja calmly recalls the bitter past as a complex Zainichi (/£ H) at
the grave alone at her husband's grave and hears about his son Noa from a Japanese cemetery
manager that Noa visited the grave on the last Thursday of every month for 16 years until 1978.
Then she digs and buries her key ring, which she always carries with her in her handbag, and
which contains pictures of her two sons, by her grave.

Indeed, pachinko is all over the place in this novel. Basically, Koreans in Japan, Zainichi, who are
treated as foreigners, went through the Pacific War, and Korean War, and basically suffered
violence while receiving contempt and neglect in order to make it difficult for them to eat, wear,
and live. The novel unfolds the story of living a difficult day-to-day life while running a pachinko
business, which is like a kind of entertainment gambling board that is dangerous and difficult
under the threat of the Yakuza, which is a Japanese organized crime group. Noa and Mozasu
chose the pachinko business as a job to escape economic difficulties, but in contrast, Solomon
chose pachinko to overcome the subtle discrimination and contempt in Japanese society.

Many stories are related to diverse topics such as family, birth, love, marriage, education, work,
business, school violence, bullying, food, ideology, ideology, religion, etc. Through Korean,
Japanese, and English conversations, it unfolds them in a time period of about 80 years from 1910
to 1989 in various and candid ways. Diverse places from four countries including Busan, North
Korea, Osaka, Tokyo, Yokohama, and Nagano in Japan, and New York in the United States are
the main backgrounds.

| think there are still too many differences between the Japanese's perception of Korea's history
and the Koreans' perception of Japan's history. Japan's distortion of history, which is still
constantly going on, is a really big issue to be solved seamlessly. The irresponsible attitude of the
Japanese government, which consistently ignores requests for an apology for wrongful past
history, is still pretty much the same.
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One of the things | felt while reading this novel, which was never a light novel, was that the effort
for a straight perception of history is never a grandiose history study or loud political agitation,
but rather the historical plot of the novel described in English, an international language. Through
the development of the story of the novel, it was possible to show the global citizens a strong
power of culture that naturally shows people the dark past of Japan. | heard that this novel has
been translated into over 30 languages around the world, but recently it has been translated into
two volumes written in Korean, the author's native language. Unfortunately, | heard that the novel
has not yet been translated into Japanese. If it is translated later, | personally want to read it.

The truth of history will be revealed someday. By making little concessions and cooperating with
each other over the dark pasts of the two countries, we can understand a little more the sorrow and
pain of our siblings, Zainichi, who are still living in discrimination and suffering today in Japan.
As | read this novel, I realized that | had to put in more effort to recognize and help them out.

I recommend this novel to readers without hesitation, which shows Japan, Japanese people, and

their historical awareness from a new angle to people around the world, needless to say including
Koreans. ***

The relationships between the
characters are also beautifully rendered, whether it's the love between Sunja and
Isak, the sibling rivalry between Sunja's sons, or the fraught relationship between
Sunja's son Noa and his adoptive father.

Overall, 1 would highly recommend Pachinko to anyone looking for a powerful and
immersive family saga. The book is beautifully written, with richly drawn
characters and a compelling story that spans generations. But more than that, it's a
story that feels timely and important, exploring issues of identity, belonging, and
the ways in which history shapes our lives.
