I. INTRODUCTION

These instructions give you basic guidelines for preparing a publication-ready 1 or 2-page paper for the
KAUPA Newsletter.

Please follow these instructions as closely as possible to assist in publishing a uniform digest.
These instructions have been prepared in the preferred format.

1. HOW TO FORMAT THE PAGE

A. Page Size and File Format
Prepare your paper on a Letter size paper 8 1/2" x 11" (21.5cm x 27.9cm). Do not use A4 size paper, as this
will cause formatting problems. Submit the Microsoft Word file of your paper.

B. Fonts

Best results will be obtained if you use Microsoft Word or a word-processing program with several font
sizes. Try to follow the font sizes specified in Table 1. As an aid to gauging font size, 1 point is about 0.35
mm. Use the Times New Roman font.

C. Margins and Formats
In formatting your paper, set the top margin to 0.85 inch (22 mm), bottom margin to 1.25 inch (32 mm)
and left and right margins to 0.9 inches (22.8 mm). The column width is 3.22 inches (82 mm) with 0.3
inches (7 mm) space between the two columns. It is best to simply use this template.
One column format is also fine if you like.

You should left- and right- justify your columns. Use automatic hyphenation. Please adhere to US
English spelling conventions. Please do not number this page.

1. ILLUSTRATIONS
You can include a maximum of one figure and one table as needed. Figure caption should be below the
figure; table caption should be above the table.

Engineering at the University of Central Florida (UCF) in Orlando, FL, USA. He received his Ph.D. in
Environmental Engineering from The University of Cincinnati, USA in 2009 and, before joining UCF, conducted
research on nitrification and corrosion in drinking water distribution systems at the U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency (USEPA). To date, his professional work and research has encompassed development and use of
electrochemical sensors for water quality monitoring and advanced water and wastewater treatment using
environmental nanotechnology and biotechnology. In particular, his current research includes smart water and
wastewater management, novel bioenergy production from wastewater treatment processes (e.g., photo-algal
hydrogen production), harmful-algal blooms (HABSs) control and monitoring, bilgewater emulsion
characterization and prediction, blackwater/greywater reuse, and microbial fuel cell technology (MFC) as a water
toxicity monitoring sensor.

Abstract
This paper addresses the need for financial planning and literacy among Korean Americans, who are often
reluctant to seek professional financial help. Highlighting the complexity of modern financial systems and the
financial challenges faced by Korean Americans, the paper underscores the importance of enhancing financial
literacy to navigate these complexities effectively. It explores the barriers to accessing financial professionals,
rooted in cultural and environmental factors, and discusses the diverse roles and ethical codes of financial
planning professionals such as Certified Financial Planners and Accredited Financial Counselors. By
understanding the fiduciary duties and ethical considerations within the financial planning profession, the paper
advocates for informed professional selection to ensure financial well-being. A comprehensive understanding
aims to contribute to the ongoing discourse on improving financial literacy and planning within the Korean
American community, emphasizing the need for tailored financial guidance and the potential impact of
professional financial planning services on individual and collective financial well-being.

Introduction

This paper aims to elucidate the concepts of personal finance and financial planning, fields that may
particularly seem alien to the Korean American community. Individuals who have recently immigrated from Korea
or still harbor a Korean perspective may disagree with the necessity of using financial planning professionals. In
Korea, not only is there little need for individuals to manage their retirement funds directly, but the majority also
rely on systems established by the government for efficient management. Consequently, Korean Americans,
particularly those newly settling in the United States without adequate exposure to financial education, might find
themselves less prepared in personal finance and financial planning than their American counterparts.

Specifically, in the United States, the extent of an individual's financial knowledge, literacy, and efforts can
significantly alter their future financial situation (Lusardi & Mitchell, 2014). For instance, the retirement savings of
someone who diligently manages their funds frequently can differ substantially from those who do not. Similarly,
the quality of life between individuals who utilize health savings accounts such as Health Savings Accounts (HAS)
or Flexible Spending Accounts (FSA) and those without can vary markedly (Grable et al., 2022). Even many
immigrant people, such as Korean Americans, do not know that there is an investment option in HSA. In addition,
the disparity extends to educational expenses, where those adept at employing tools like the 529 plan for their
children's college education face different financial outcomes compared to those who neglect such options (Gardner
& Daff, 2017). Moreover, the allure of converting life insurance into retirement plans, as suggested by insurance
agencies, can lead individuals to incur significant losses.
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As such, through this discussion, the paper seeks to navigate the intricacies of financial planning and
personal finance, underscoring the importance of being well-prepared in these areas, particularly for the Korean
American population. The paper's concluding section highlights the importance of financial planning and delves
into the impact of incorporating consumer sciences, including financial planning, into the lives of Korean
Americans.

Theories to explain why Korean Americans have less access the Financial Professionals

Despite their growing demographic presence, Korean Americans encounter numerous barriers and
challenges in accessing professional services, such as financial services. Research consistently demonstrates a
tendency among Korean Americans to adopt a passive approach toward addressing life-related challenges (Joo &
Grable, 2001; Lee & Eaton, 2009), often resulting in a reluctance to seek professional help.

There are two theories to elucidate the help-seeking behaviors of Korean Americans regarding financial
services. The Help-Seeking Behavior Theory (Anderson & Newman, 1973) suggests that the propensity to seek
help is influenced by both societal and individual factors. Meanwhile, Segmented Assimilation Theory (Portes &
Zhou, 1993; Xie & Greenman, 2011) outlines three potential paths of immigrant assimilation into U.S. society, each
characterized by differing socioeconomic outcomes and degrees of societal integration. These theories collectively
imply that social contexts and behavioral patterns significantly dictate the likelihood of Korean American
immigrants to pursue professional assistance. Both theories elucidate the role of socio-environmental influences in
shaping individuals' tendencies to either actively seek or avoid professional assistance, which is particularly relevant
for Korean Americans depending on their regional and environmental exposures. For instance, according to the
Segmented Assimilation Theory, settling into a state of dissonance or isolation can impact immigrants and their
subsequent generations, potentially making it challenging for them to actively seek financial professional services.

Consequently, it becomes natural for these individuals to seek assistance within their family units or from
small, ethnically similar groups. This dynamic underscores the critical influence of social and environmental
contexts on the help-seeking behaviors of Korean Americans, suggesting that the accessibility and pursuit of
professional services are significantly affected by their assimilation experiences and the degree of social isolation
or integration they encounter. Some empirical studies supported the potential dissonance or isolation. Shim and
Schwartz (2008) identified two primary reasons for dissonance and isolation, a strong attachment to one’s native
culture and a shorter duration of residency in the U.S. Additional challenges include linguistic barriers, cultural
discrepancies, time constraints, financial limitations, inadequate transportation, a lack of awareness about
community resources, and insufficient partnerships with religious institutions (Wu et al., 2009).

Importance of Financial Planning Professionals

The need for financial planning in today's complex societal landscape should be revisited. Consumers
increasingly find themselves excluded from essential economic and financial systems, a predicament extending
beyond the labor market to impact critical areas of economic engagement. This exclusion is largely due to the
sophisticated nature of modern financial products and systems, which demand considerable understanding even for
basic navigation. The complexity of the economic and financial landscape, as highlighted by economists such as
Chang (2014), alienates individuals, making the grasp of various investment products, retirement plans, and life
insurance policies challenging for the average consumer. The seasonal demands for tax reporting and employee
benefits enrollment further illustrate the practical difficulties faced by individuals, underscoring the dire need for
enhanced financial literacy.

Moreover, the influence of behavioral biases and heuristics on decision-making cannot be ignored.
Individuals, particularly those reliant on labor income, may be aware of the existence of retirement plans but often
lack the strategies to manage them effectively, blending financial knowledge with market complexities in their
decision-making processes (Benartzi & Thaler, 2007). Addressing this disparity requires a dual approach: one that
aims to elevate individual financial knowledge and literacy, enabling consumers to navigate the financial market's
intricacies (Lusardi & Mitchell, 2014), and another that critiques and calls for simplification of the financial market
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itself to make it more accessible and understandable to the public (Chang, 2014; Stiglitz, 2012).

The role of professionals as intermediaries becomes imperative to enhance individuals' comprehension of
the financial market and bridge the gap between individuals and the complex nature of financial systems. The
professionals would be financial planning professionals, including financial planners, financial advisors, and
financial counselors. The holistic approach to financial planning is essential for empowering individuals to make
informed decisions, thereby enhancing their financial well-being in an increasingly complex world.

Who are they? Financial Planner, Financial Advisor, Financial Counselor, and Else?

Multiple professionals are associated with financial planning professionals: Certified Financial Planner
(CFP), Accredited Financial Counselor (AFC), financial therapist, Certified Public Accountant (CPA), Chartered
Financial Analyst (CFA), etc. First, the scope of services provided by CFPs encompasses a wide range of financial
management activities including goal setting, asset and liability management, cash flow oversight, risk
assessment, addressing health-related financial impacts, educational funding, securing financial stability, wealth
accumulation, tax planning, retirement preparation, philanthropic planning, and estate and legacy considerations
(The Certified Financial Planner Board, 2024). In contrast, financial counselors concentrate on resolving specific
financial issues and achieving financial objectives through direct intervention, employing communication and
counseling techniques (Collins, 2010). AFCs aim to enhance their financial consumers’ financial health by
providing education, support in management and strategy development, and addressing the cultural and emotional
dimensions of financial decisions (Association of Financial Counseling and Planning Education, 2024). Hence,
despite a lack of academic delineation between CFPs and AFCs, the focal points of their certification differ, with
CFPs emphasizing comprehensive financial planning and AFCs prioritizing educational and counseling
communication.

Meanwhile, financial therapists (or, Certified Financial Therapist, CFT) evaluate and mitigate the
cognitive, emotional, behavioral, and economic dimensions impacting their clients' financial health (Britt et al.,
2015). They employ an integrated approach, addressing the convergence of financial, interpersonal, and personal
challenges, akin to a medical model of diagnosis and treatment (Klontz et al., 2008). CPAs serve individuals and
businesses as financial advisors and decision-makers, offering expertise in taxation and accounting (American
Institute of Certified Public Accountants, 2024). On the other hand, wealth managers, investment advisers, and
brokers (or broker-dealers) specialize in securities (Yao & Lei, 2018). These wealth management or broker-
dealers normally are not required to have certifications such as CFP, CPA, or CFA. They normally pass the state-
required (or required by Securities and Exchange Commission) exams such as Securities Industry Essentials (SIE)
and Series 7 (normally controlled by the Financial Industry Regulatory Authority, FINRA). As well known, CFAS
engage in market and investment research and analysis, advising clients on matters such as portfolio management,
private wealth, and consulting (Chartered Financial Analyst Institute, 2024).

The question of which professional to consult among the various specialized fields can arise when seeking
financial advice. It is essential to first clarify the purpose of the consultation. For instance, if the goal is to grow
one's net worth, it might be sufficient to seek the assistance of an investment advisor or wealth manager, who may
not necessarily hold specific certifications. However, it is crucial to consider that such consultations often involve
strategies with higher risks but potentially higher returns. Experts holding a CFA designation are recommended
for more specialized investment advice. Consulting an AFC is generally advised for individuals grappling with
managing debt. In cases where household financial issues are prevalent or where there are emotional difficulties
related to personal financial management, seeking a CFT is advisable. It's worth noting that professionals holding
AFC or CFT certifications often also possess a CFP certification, making them well-equipped to provide
comprehensive financial planning. Visiting a CPA is necessary for tax-related or accounting matters, although
CPAs typically do not specialize in financial planning. However, a growing trend of CPAs acquiring CFP
certifications allows them to offer more specialized tax planning services. Additionally, attorneys specializing in
estate planning and real estate planning often either hold CFP certifications or collaborate closely with CFPs to
provide specialized services. This multidisciplinary approach ensures that financial consumers receive tailored
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financial guidance across a range of specific needs.

Who are the reliable to visit: Fiduciary rule vs. Fiduciary rule

As discussed, the services provided by various financial professionals differ significantly. Thus, it is
recommended, especially for Korean Americans, to determine the specific expert assistance they require.
However, the need to examine the code of ethics associated with these professionals is of greater importance.
Understanding their fiduciary rules is crucial, particularly for entities that offer wealth management or well-known
nationwide financial service firms.

Professionals affiliated with large financial service firms often operate that prioritize maximizing the
company's profits, which can sometimes precede their clients' interests. Regulatory bodies like the SEC enforce a
legal fiduciary duty on wealth managers and investment advisors to prioritize their client's interests. This duty
encompasses providing the best benefits to clients, ensuring the best execution of client transactions, and
maintaining continuous oversight. However, the client's best interest does not mean the best outcome (Clayton,
2019). The SEC continuously strives to clarify this concept, although the challenge lies in financial service firms
often setting their duty of loyalty towards the company.

This setup can lead to professionals considering the company's interests as paramount. The issue in terms
of financial professionals that they can be sued by the firm if they do not seek the firm’s best interests. However,
this alignment with the company's interests is not inherently negative, as maximizing a financial service firm’s
profit can also mean efficient and effective management of clients' funds. Focusing on consistently managing and
growing one's wealth is fitting for companies specializing in wealth management.

Conversely, the fiduciary rules for CFPs and AFCs prioritize clients' interests, adopting a fiduciary rule
and duty of loyalty that clearly prioritizes maximizing client benefits (Association of Financial Counseling and
Planning Education, 2024; Certified Financial Planner Board, 2024). The CFP designation sets explicit standards
for prioritizing client interests. Should a CFP prioritize their firm's interests over a client's, they can be reported to
the CFP Board, which may investigate and, in cases of conflict of interest, revoke the CFP certification.

A cautionary note is that anyone can use the title "Financial Advisor," so when seeking financial
assistance, it is crucial not just to choose any advisor but to investigate whether the firm adheres to fiduciary
standards and its unique characteristics. This careful selection ensures that the chosen professional truly acts in the
client's best interest, adhering to the highest ethical standards.

Getting back to academia: Financial Planning for Korean American

This article began with that Korean Americans tend to engage less frequently in seeking professional help.
It also briefly touched upon the significance of knowledge in professional seeking and personal finance.
Subsequently, it explored the variety of professionals available to Korean Americans, their roles, and their ethical
codes. As illustrated, consumer science and financial planning fundamentally aim to enhance individual welfare.
Particularly, the fields of personal finance and financial planning focus on augmenting consumers' financial well-
being. Unlike other branches of economics, these disciplines prioritize the consumer, centering research on the
enhancement of consumer welfare. In an era marked by the increasing complexity of financial markets and the
growing challenges of life, the specialized domain of financial planning has emerged. Driven by this necessity,
personal finance and financial planning continue to expand their research scope, maintaining a keen interest in the
Korean American community amidst these endeavors.
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Abstract

In Back to Nature (1969), Peter J. Schmitt explores the back-to-nature movement led by middle-class urbanites
from the turn of the twentieth century to shortly after World War I. While the leaders of the movement viewed
nature as a healer and restorer for humanity, they embraced a romanticized notion of it—one removed from the
harsh realities of country living. The pastoral impulse also gave rise to what Schmitt terms wilderness fiction by
authors such as Gene Stratton Porter, Dallas Sharp, and Harold Bell Wright. This paper analyzes Wright’s The
Shepherd of the Hills (1907), The Re-Creation of Brian Kent (1919), and Ma Cinderella (1932), ultimately
characterizing him as an Arcadian novelist who both harbors affection for and otherizes the Ozarks.
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Introduction

In Back to Nature: The Arcadian Myth in Urban America (1969, 1990), Peter J. Schmitt explores the back-
to-nature movement spearheaded by middle-class urbanites from the turn of the twentieth century to shortly after
World War I. Rooted in urban values that idealized the virtues of nature, the movement advocated for a rustic
lifestyle void of farm labor while promoting environmentalism and wildlife protection. Schmitt notes that the
middle-class city dwellers turned to wilderness “mainly to escape the minor irritants of urban life” (3). Without
renouncing the conveniences of city life, they turned to a modern-day Arcadia—a place of simple, serene
pleasures found in the countryside.

While the proponents of the back-to-nature movement viewed nature as a source of healing and
rejuvenation for humanity, they embraced a romanticized conception of nature—nature divorced from the
toughness of rural life. The pastoral impulse also spawned what Schmitt calls wilderness fiction by authors such
as Gene Stratton Porter, Dallas Lore Sharp, Harold Bell Wright, Stewart Edward White, Mary Ella Waller, and
James Oliver Curwood. In these narratives, the protagonists “were not primitive woodsmen but sophisticated
intellectuals who valued nature’s ancient grandeur and a simple life denied to most Americans” (126).

Indeed, Wright’s novels set in the Ozarks resonate with the Arcadian myth prevalent in the late nineteenth
and early twentieth centuries. As an outdoor enthusiast, Wright perceives the Ozarks as a place where the
presence of the Creator is palpable and where individuals can engage in ecotherapy. Simultaneously, however, he
adopts an Arcadian view of the countryside as a backward, ignorant, and even degenerate place in need of
enlightenment through education and mentorship. While Schmitt offers only cursory remarks on Wright as a
wilderness fiction writer, his assessment of the Arcadian myth in Wright’s time holds true. Drawing from
Schmitt’s insights on the back-to-nature movement, this paper examines Wright’s The Shepherd of the Hills
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(1907), The Re-Creation of Brian Kent (1919), and Ma Cinderella (1932), identifying him as an Arcadian novelist
who both loves and otherizes the Ozarks. Across all three novels, Wright caricatures the city dwellers reveling in
the countryside as superficial and shallow, while most of his Ozarkers are portrayed as ignorant and uncultured.
Wright is a writer of “nature romances” (Schmitt xxi) whose representation of the Ozarks is colored by his
Arcadian view of the region.

The Shepherd of the Hills

Wright’s profound affection for the Ozarks is well documented. In The Shepherd of the Hills, Dad Howitt
serves as Wright’s mouthpiece when discussing the spiritual significance of nature. During a conversation with
Dr. David Coughlan, who visits Mutton Hollow to encourage Dad Howitt to return to Chicago, the title character
answers, “David, | never understood until the past months why the Master [Christ] so often withdrew alone into
the wilderness. There is not only food and medicine for one’s body; there is also healing for the heart and strength
for the soul in nature. One gets very close to God, David, in these temples of God’s own building” (166).
Nineteenth-century romanticists, including Baudelaire and Thoreau, saw nature as a divine sanctuary. Similarly,
Wright views nature as a wellspring of not only entertainment but also spiritual sustenance.

However, Wright’s reverence for the Ozarks as a pristine wilderness does not extend to the native-born
residents save for select individuals, such as Old Matt, Young Matt, and Sammy Lane. As discussed in my paper
“Harold Bell Wright’s Otherization of Ozarkers” (2022), the Ozarkers in Wright’s fiction tend to be impoverished,
uneducated whites who require assistance from outsiders to better themselves and their communities: “Despite
some locals’ desire to improve their lot, they do not know how to do it until someone comes from the city and
initiates social and spiritual change” (Han). These outsiders, educated and refined, supposedly possess superior
knowledge, and their condescending posture toward natives parallels with the European Orientalist perspective of
the Eastern world.

In The Shepherd of the Hills, Dad Howitt, whose nicknames include “the old scholar” (34) and “the
shepherd of Mutton Hollow” (45)—serves as an agent for change in the Ozarks. His protégé Sammy Lane is
descended from a southern plantation family, and Young Matt, whose parents came from lllinois, captures her
affection with his masculinity and integrity. With Dad Howitt’s guidance, Sammy learns to read books and then
teaches Young Matt to read as well. Consequently, Sammy and Young Matt “[cross] the threshold into the world
where Mr. Howitt lived” (185). The implication is that Dad Howitt’s world—the world of knowledge and
refinement—serves as an ideal all Ozarkers should aspire to attain.

The other native-born characters in the novel are represented as ignorant, weak, or evil. In chapter 1, Jed
Hollow is depicted as awestruck by the presence of Dad Howitt, whom he views “in wide-eyed wonder” (22).
Wash Gibbs, the leader of the Baldknobbers, is described as gigantic and cunning, yet he proves no match for
Young Matt in physical strength. Ollie Steward, whom Sammy originally intends to marry, is characterized as “a
weakling” (62). He embodies the antithesis of Wright’s ideal type of man: “His shoulders were too narrow and he
stooped; his limbs were thin; his hair black and straight; and his eyes dull” (62). These minor characters serve to
underscore the significance of the outsiders who feel a sense of mission for the natives. In Wright’s perspective,
the city may harbor corruption (as in the case of Ollie Stuart), but it also offers opportunities for refinement and
sophistication.

In the final chapter of the novel, Dad Howitt expresses sorrow over the encroachment of the outside world
upon the Ozark country: “Before many years a railroad will find its way yonder. Then many will come, and the
beautiful hills that have been my strength and peace will become the haunt of careless idlers and a place of
revelry. | am glad that I shall not be here” (190). Itis ironic that the shepherd endeavors to enlighten the native-
born Ozarkers while simultaneously wishing that the Ozarks would remain untouched by modern transportation
and the influx of people from outside the region. As an idealist, Dad Howitt fails to acknowledge that
modernization brings both benefits and drawbacks. Regardless of location, some individuals are virtuous while
others are not. Moreover, just as urbanites seek solace in the countryside, rural communities also merit access to
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education, cultural opportunities, and technology.
The Re-Creation of Brian Kent

As in The Shepherd of the Hills, all the leading characters in The Re-Creation of Brian Kent hail from
outside the Ozarks or receive their education beyond the region. The title character is a bank embezzler from
Chicago who attempts to end his life in the river. He is saved by Auntie Sue, a retired schoolteacher originally
from Connecticut. The narrative follows Brian Kent’s journey of transformation under Auntie Sue’s guidance.
Midway through the story, Betty Jo Williams, a stenographer, arrives from Cincinnati, Ohio. Unsurprisingly,
Brian and Betty Jo develop romantic feelings for each other. The novel concludes as these two figures,
reminiscent of prince and princess archetypes, embark on their wedding journey, blessed by Auntie Sue:

With Brian at the oars, the boat crossed the stream to the safer waters close to the other
shore, and then, with Betty Jo waving her handkerchief, and the neighbor men and boys running
shouting along the bank, swept down the river, past the roaring turmoil of the Elbow Rock rapids
into the quiet reaches below, and away on its winding course between the tree-clad hills.

“I am so glad,” said Auntie Sue, her dear old face glowing with love, and her sweet voice
tremulous with feeling, “I am so glad they chose the river for their wedding journey.” (Wright, Re-
Creation 343)

Meanwhile, all the residents of the Ozarks in the story serve as support characters without significant
development. Among them is Judy, who suffers from deformity, and her abusive and alcoholic father. Auntie
Sue cares for and protects her as a vulnerable child. Described as possessing “a queenly dignity, a stately
sweetness [...] true royalty which needs no caste or court or station but makes itself felt because it 1S (14),
Auntie Sue embodies qualities of ideal womanhood. She is also characterized by “the high, unwavering purpose,
the loving sympathy, and tender understanding” (15). Serving as a symbol of ideal nurturing and compassion,
Auntie Sue functions as a mother figure, and even as a Jesus figure, to local men and women:

Work-worn, toil-hardened mountaineer mothers, whose narrow world denied them so many of the
finer thoughts and things, came to counsel with this childless woman, and to learn from her a little
of the art of contentment and happiness. Strong men, of rude dress and speech, whose lives were
as rough as the hills in which they were reared, and whose thoughts were often as crude as their
half-savage and sometimes lawless customs, came to sit at the feet of this gentle one, who received
them all with such kindly interest and instinctive understanding. And young men and girls came,
drawn by the magic that was hers, to confide in this woman who listened with such rare tact and
loving sympathy to their troubles and their dreams, and who, in the deepest things of their young
lives, was mother to them all. (20-21)

Homer T. Ward, the bank president in Chicago and Auntie Sue’s former student, was originally born in the Ozarks
but has since departed from the region. Residing in Chicago, he communicates in Standard English. Benefitting
from a modern education outside the Ozarks, he exhibits reasoning power, coherence, and moral character. He
serves as a model for the Ozarkers. However, it raises the question of whether all Ozarkers are fortunate enough
to receive an education outside the region. Wright’s novel emphasizes the virtues and successes of his positive
characters without delving into the underlying sociological issues faced by the residents living in poverty and
despair. This oversight underscores Wright’s idealized view of the region, lacking a true understanding of the
lives of native Ozarkers.

Ma Cinderella
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Ma Cinderella stands as Wright’s sixth and final novel set in the Ozarks, and it constitutes the fifteenth out
of his sixteen novels altogether. Because this work is out of print and is not well-known to the public, a synopsis
of the story is warranted. The narrative unfolds in “the Ozark Mountains, not many years ago,” specifically “not
far from the boundary line which separates [Missouri from Arkansas]” (Wright, Ma 1). Adopting a third-person
omniscient perspective, Wright guides readers through the eyes of Diane Carrol, a twenty-three-year-old artist
who uncovers the mystery surrounding Ma Cinderella, also known as Ann Haskel, through close observation and
conversations with locals. Carol, born into a wealthy family, has evolved into an educated, cultured, and
independent-minded woman. After traversing New York, Europe, and North Africa, she chooses to visit the
Ozarks to sketch landscapes. Upon arrival, she is intrigued by Ann Haskel, a backwoods woman renowned for
her despotic and benevolent nature. Ann, a four-time widow, boasts “the biggest house, the best farm, best horses
an’ stock, raises the biggest crops, an’ makes the most money of anybody anywhere in these Ozark Mountains”
(16). She sent her son, John Herbert Haskel, away at age six to receive a proper education. Following his
completion of a bachelor’s degree in Ann Arbor, likely at the University of Michigan, he surprises his mother with
a visit to the Ozarks.

Diane and John Herbert nurture a romantic relationship, embodying the archetypal figures of princess and
prince, respectively, in this novel. Diane is depicted as a refined, self-assured woman with an “abundance of
feminine charm” (5), while John Herbert exudes intellect, physical strength, dignity, and graciousness. Jeff Todd,
a son of one of Ann’s late husbands, assumes the role of the antagonist. A “night-rider” and moonshiner, he
challenges Ann’s authority and displays hostility toward John Herbert. Jeff Todd’s rebellion against Ann fails
when she quells it with her steely attitude. In a tense moment, she dares him to shoot her, labeling him as “jest
no-’count, low-down white trash” (258). Without resorting to violence, he “disappear[s] into the night” (258). On
another occasion, John Herbert, described as “Ann Arbor’s former football star” (284), effortlessly subdues Jeff
Todd and two of his fellow moonshiners. At the end of the novel, it is revealed that John Herbert is Ann’s
nephew, whom she raised following her sister’s death during childbirth, Ann being her sister’s name. The
mountain woman’s real name is Grace. We also learn that the two-million-dollar inheritance for Ann was
provided by Diane, who admires the mountain woman “more than any woman [she knows]” (267).
Simultaneously, John Herbert turns out to be the heir of his grandfather’s substantial estate. He proposes to
Diane, expressing his intention to reciprocate her kindness and to ask for her hand in marriage. Diane accepts
both proposals as the novel concludes.

Despite its melodramatic nature, Ma Cinderella presents an intriguing portrayal of a new type of Ozarkian
woman. The title character both evokes and deviates from the depiction of female Ozarkians in Wright’s earlier
works. As a stereotypical Ozarker, she embodies traits such as being uneducated, harboring distrust toward
outsiders, engaging in moonshine production, and advocating violence for self-protection. However, she also
emerges as a charismatic and authoritative figure with a compassionate disposition toward the needy.
Furthermore, Ma Cinderella supports her son’s education outside the Ozarks, underscoring her belief in the
importance of advancing one’s life through education. She feels emotionally attached to the backwoods, but she
also acknowledges the limitations she perceives within the region.

In one aspect, Ma Cinderella assumes the role of the novel’s protagonist, yet in another, she emerges as a
one-dimensional figure who sparks the reader’s curiosity but offers little else in terms of depth or development.
The climax of the story is achieved through the marriage union of Diane and John Herbert. Although the
enigmatic presence of Ma Cinderella captivates the reader, particularly in the first half of the novel, she ultimately
becomes the unwitting target of a well-intentioned prank orchestrated by a young, educated woman from the city.
Throughout the novel, Ma Cinderella maintains her authority, yet it is portrayed in the guise of a noble savage.
By the end of the novel, she loses her dignity somewhat infantilized by Diane’s actions. The characterization of
Ma Cinderella is another instance of Wright’s marginalization of the Ozarks within his works.

Conclusion
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These three novels reveal Harold Bell Wright’s affection for the Ozarks, as well as his otherization of the
residents. The stories primarily focus on heroes and heroines from outside the region, depicting the locals as
uneducated and unrefined. He portrays the locals as little more than noble savages. The Ozark Mountains
primarily function as a backdrop for a narrative centered around outsiders, exposing the author’s patronizing
attitude toward the local population.

Indeed, it is hard to find passages in Wright’s novels that portray the dignity of the Ozarkers—the dignity
often celebrated in the works of native-born writers and poets, such as Mary Elizabeth Mahnkey (Ozarks Lyrics:
Song Poems of the Ozarks, 1934; Marigold Gold: Verses of the Ozarks, 1999), Douglas Mahnkey (Bright Glowed
My Hills, 1968; Hill & Holler Stories, 1975), Mary Krone (Poetry from the Ozarks, 1966; Ozark Trail of Poetry,
1971), and Chris Meadows (Short Stories and Poems of the Ozark Hills, 1971). The scarcity of dignified native-
born Ozarkers in Wright’s fiction suggests the author’s adherence to the Arcadian myth prevalent during his time.

In Shepherd of the Hills Country (1999), Lynn Morrow and Linda Myers-Phinney discuss Wright’s
Shepherd of the Hills as an Arcadian novel instrumental to the elevation of the Ozark Mountains as a popular
tourist destination, which is true. However, their assertion that “[t]he presumption of the Arcadian myth, that
rurality was intrinsically superior to urbanity, was the foundation of Wright’s story” (28) is only half-true. While
Wright admired the Ozarks, he still maintained an outsider’s perspective of the region: despite its natural splendor,
he saw it as lacking in civilization.

In designing an efficient security auditing system development, it is necessary to consider the latest security
threats and attacks. We need to pay attention to time as a critical factor in the security systems design.

Also, the probability and statistical aspects of security audit system are significant factors to consider in
developing a security audit system as we discussed in section Il. Key Aspects.

Several factors are working together in a security audit system, so it is necessary to monitor the interactions of all
the relevant factors very closely toward a seamless security auditing.

In this respect, Generative Al is a particularly suitable candidate as a useful security auditing system development
and operation software tool.

Is Property Right an Absolute Human Right? A “Failed” Economist's View

My mainstream economist colleagues often called me a “failed” economist either to tease me or to state what they
wanted to describe me. | have found many of them regard property right as an absolute human right. I shall be
grateful if any reader (regardless of his/her professional field) shares his/her thoughts on the question, after
reading my essay.

The debate over property rights is very old. The debate over markets and property rights goes back at least as far
as Plato and Aristotle.

According to Karl Popper (Austrian—British philosopher, academic, and social commentator, 1902 — 1994),
Marxism might be seen as merely a “theory revived” from the communism (common ownership of properties) of
Plato’s Republic. Both Plato and Marx offered a vision of an “apocalyptic revolution which will radically
transfigure the whole social world.”

By contrast, Plato’s student Aristotle was more concerned with satisfying the pragmatic requirements for living in
the world as it exists, where property rights have the great advantage that “when everyone has a distinct interest,
men will not complain of one another, and they will make more progress because everyone is attending to
his own business.” (Aristotle, The Politics) Where things are held in common, “those who labor much and get
little will necessarily complain if those of who labor little and receive or consume much.”

In the above quotations, Aristotle was referring to the concept of “tragedy of the commons”, although he did not
coin this phrase. “Tragedy of the Commons”, which was first used by an American ecologist and microbiologist
Garrett Hardin (1915-2003) in 1968, describes how shared environmental resources are overused and eventually
depleted.

The practical usefulness of the property right in organizing a society is not a recent insight. The United Nations'
Universal Declaration of Human Rights (General Assembly Resolution 217A, December 10, 1948) included
property right as a human right.

Basic rights that belong to a person as a consequence of being human, for example, are:
* Right to life -- Every human being has the inherent right to life or to be. No one shall be arbitrarily deprived of
his/her life.

* Freedom from torture
* Freedom from slavery
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These rights are more fundamental than others. By the late 20th century, it had generally come to be agreed that
all human beings are entitled to some basic (fundamental) rights, marking the birth of the international and
universal recognition of human rights. But the scope of those rights remains the subject of dispute.

The UDHR (Universal Declaration of Human Rights, General Assembly Resolution 217A, December 10, 1948)
can be summarized as follows:

Article 17
« Section 1. Everyone has the right to own property alone as well as in association with others.
» Section 2. No one shall be arbitrarily deprived of his property.

Based on UDHR Article 17 above, many mainstream economists tend to regard property right as an absolute
human right. As a person who agrees that one of the most fundamental concepts of economics and business is
property, however, one can raise the following important question: Is the property right an absolute human
right as commonly believed by mainstream economists?

I don’t believe so. A human right is the right of a human being to be and to live with dignity commensurate with
his or her intrinsic worth. The property right is the right to possess non-human objects that originally are not
parts of oneself. One can enjoy the equal human right where properties are held in common.

According to Section 1 of Article 17 of UDHR: Everyone has the right to own property alone as well as in
association with others. It needs interpretation, as follows:

"The right to own X," where X is not part of a person, practically, means the right to use X, provided his/her
use of X does not harm others. Consider the state of nature where the strongest person declares to all neighbors
that the entire land reaching their horizons is his/hers and that they should not use any part of the land or anything
living or growing on it without his/her permission. Does Article 17 approve it? | doubt it.

In other words, the concept of property ownership is incompletely determined without or before a principle
of just distribution is incorporated thereunto. But this is not true of parts of a person. A person does not
own his/her parts. The so-called parts of a person (e.g., eyes, arms, legs, hearts, etc.) constitute him/her. The
integrity of a person (body, mind, and soul) is his/her true (absolute) right. Suppose that | have acquired my
property (say, my mansion) in an unsavory way. Is my right to that property my human right?

Section 2 of Article 17, “No one shall be arbitrarily deprived of his property,” also needs interpretation.
I uphold Section 2 if the system of property is assumed just. For example, if exclusive ownership of land (or
natural resources) and its products is a deprivation of others of their share, a huge question is begged what
legitimates a person's claim to a property.

I believe that property — what mainstream economists call the most fundamental concept of economics and

business -- is an ethical concept. A related ethical question is: Should property rights be subordinated to the
common good?
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The common good is a state of the system — the sum (or, total) of appropriate institutional arrangements that
guarantee, enable, and facilitate human flourishing. Notwithstanding my alleged status of a “failed” economist, I
endorse without any hesitation the notion that the common good is central to the good society. To me, the UN
Universal Declaration of Human Rights is an outline of the common good, sketching the various individual
well-being in the global community. Therefore, I endorse the priority of the common possession of the goods
of the earth over a legitimate, but derivative, right to private property. What is your view? [END]

Not a subject one wants to ponder, but one that many human beings may have to “reckon
| with” sooner or later. Question: How will near-death patients decide when and how to leave
| this world? There are four broad types of “voluntary death”.

First: Voluntarily stopping eating and drinking (VSED). The patient refuses taking
food, liquids, or artificial feeding to shorten the dying process. There are more people than
you may think who decide to leave this world by way of VSED.

Second: Refuse medications or procedures for health conditions which will prolong
life. The patient declines all life sustaining treatment.

Third: Continuous deep sedation/palliative sedation. This approach is usually
employed to reduce consciousness which will relieve extreme pain and suffering, usually
resulting in death.

Fourth: Medical Aid in Dying (MAID). This is a practice in which a terminally ill adult has the option to
ingest medication prescribed by their doctor to end unbearable suffering and to die peacefully as they sleep.

Medical aid in dying (MAID) is an option that the dying patient can control. The primary organization that
advocates the option of medical aid in dying is Compassion & Choices, a non-profit organization advocating for
patient autonomy. (compassionandchoices.org) The pioneer and the best-known medical aid in dying legislation is
the 1997 Oregon Death with Dignity Act that authorized medical aid in dying. This Act allows the patient with a
prognosis of six months or less to live to request from his or her doctor a prescription for medication that the
patient can take for a peaceful death. The Oregon law spells out numerous safeguards to ensure that the law
cannot be abused.

On February 16, 2019, 1 testified at the joint hearing of the Maryland General Assembly’s Health and
Government Operations Committee and the Judiciary Committee to lobby for the passage of the End-of-Life
Option Act of Maryland. Because | was the last presenter, | heard the arguments from both sides. Although each
side was sincere in its presentations, there was one stark and very striking difference between the two groups.

The group who supported the End-of-Life option were predominantly individuals who had similar
experiences. Each had the personal and intimate experience of caring for and watching a loved one pass away
while struggling for breath or experiencing unremitting and uncontrollable pain. Those who opposed the option
stressed the general principles of the value of human life.

My 2019 testimony led to my being selected for service on the AANHPI Leadership Council which
represents the Asian American, Native Hawaiian, and Pacific Islander (AANHPI) community within the
Compassion and Choices organization. This advisory council works to promote equity across the spectrum of end-
of-life care for all. In recent times, ethnic advisory councils have expanded their work to bring telehealth, advance
care planning (including dementia advance directive tools), and other important end-of-life options to underserved
communities.

The AANHPI Leadership Council meets three to four times a year via zoom with the ultimate goal of
developing recommendations which can guide Compassion & Choices’ future work with the AANHPI
community.
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The core work of the AANHPI Leadership Council includes the following:

> Define and reframe what end-of-life choice means to the AANHPI community (such as changing
perceptions of hospice and palliative care);

> Help increase social acceptance of choice over death and dying - including advance care planning and
medical aid in dying - in AANHPI communities;

> ldentify messaging and materials that will be needed to empower AANHPI members around end-of-life
medical decision-making and;

> Develop a plan for how Compassion & Choices can engage the AANHPI community at the grass tops and
grassroots levels.

As a current member of the AANHPI Leadership Council, | feel that my effectiveness is limited because
the majority of Korean Americans are very committed to their religious traditions and attend church regularly,
whereas | have not been a church participant. This makes it very difficult for me to understand the church view of
the medical aid in dying perspective and, especially, how to present the medical aid in dying option to the
religious community.

| need someone who preferably is an active church member but who has an open mind toward medical
assistance and options when life is ending. | need a person who is also willing to serve on the AANHPI
Leadership Council. There is no pay, but there will be an ample opportunity to write both informative and useful
articles and research papers on the subject of how to die peacefully and thus spare oneself and one’s family the
agony of intense pain when health alternatives are exhausted.

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LEoX
My Interdisciplinary Experiment toward Blending Art & Technology

Living in a quiet and tranquil countryside as | age year by year, I've been pondering over
hobbies to enjoy during my leisure time. For the past few years, I've contemplated activities
such as drawing, writing, and photography. I've been striving to create a creative and some
what innovative hobby unique to myself. Hence, the hobby I came up with, which |
consider to be a new genre of art for myself, is called LEoX. Here, X can be Wood, Stone,
Paper, and various other media you can imagine.

Initially, | decided to try engraving on the abundant wood found in Virginia, where I live.
Fortunately, there is a renowned woodworking shop not far from my home in Virginia, making it easy and
convenient to obtain the necessary wood.

A brief overview of the LEoX algorithm is as follows:

Create a drawing or design a logo using a pencil or charcoal.
- Use a smartphone to capture the drawing or logo, creating an image file, usually a jpeg file.

- Commission the creation of a wooden board of the appropriate size for the theme of the drawing or logo at
a woodworking shop.

- Use computer and graphic software to adjust the position, size, and text of the drawing or logo to fit the
wooden board prepared in Step 3.

- Fix the prepared wooden board in a laser printer and use laser printing software to upload and confirm the
image file for laser engraving.

- Issue the print command to the laser printer, and upon completion, examine the final result (LEoW, where
W=Wood).

Similarly, this method can be applied to engrave images on stones, metals, and thick paper. Initially, | engraved
the logos of organizations on wooden boards, creating items such as bottle openers, paperweights, and coasters.
Later, | tried engraving calligraphy on wooden boards and, in the third stage, engraved drawings I had created on
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wooden boards (two pieces produced so far). Recently, following the described method, | simplified and abstracte
d portrait photos using graphic software, engraved two pieces, and sent one as a gift to a friend couple.

The interdisciplinary trial of combining computer and communication technology, photography, art, and
woodworking continues quietly and persistently. Not long ago, | designed a multipurpose stationery item in the
form of an office Rubik's Cube. | commissioned a woodworking shop to create it, incorporating features such as a
memo holder, clip, letter opener, and slots for pens and pencils, with simple drawings or elegant phrases engraved
on the front.

While initially focusing on engraving, | realized that it could be more practical and fulfilling to use wood to create
various everyday items. Examples include kitchen tools with engraved drawings, simplified bookstands for
reading, letterboxes or vases, and stable and artistic phone stands. Recently, with the collaboration of a regular
woodworking shop, | have started making wooden crafts using leftover wood, contributing to environmental
protection through a form of "Recycling Art." Currently, due to the high cost of the necessary woodworking
equipment and laser printers, | outsource the production of my work.

One of the reasons | became interested in engraving is its advantage of being able to replicate the original work
multiple times, similar to printmaking, making it suitable for household decorations, gifts to loved ones, or
souvenirs. While my works have been well-received as gifts, and people express gratitude and encouragement, it's
a half-joking but true fact that only the first piece | ever created has been sold to a collector.

Day 1 - March 14, 2024

It was a beautiful early Spring morning at 8 a.m. Thirty
people got on the bus to NYC for the long-waited
performance at Carnegie Hall. Dr. Simon Tarr, Director of
the School of Communication and the Arts, and Dr. Josh
McMullen, Dean of the College of the Arts and Science,
sent us off with encouraging words and prayers. Almost
everyone had two seats to themselves in a 56-seater
Charter bus from Regent University via Eastern Shore
Route 13 to Manhattan. It was God’s grace that there was
no traffic, not even in the Midtown Tunnel to the hotel, and
we arrived right on time for the 4 p.m. check-in.

The first rehearsal with the choirs from Old Dominion
University (Norfolk, VA) and the University of Texas at El

Day 2 - March 15, 2024

Today was the only day the singers could have a morning break. Some of them got tickets for tonight’s
musical/opera shows; some studied maps of Manhattan and planned what to do after the rehearsal. The rehearsal
started at 1 p.m. sharp, and Regent people were the first to show up. So proud of them showing the respectfulness
and professionalism! Both conductors, Dr. Nancy Klein from ODU (conducted Poulenc) and Dr. Elisa Wilson
from UTEP (conducted Lauridsen) were very efficient with the given time (about 4 hours total) with checking
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notes, rhythms, and diction, as well as explaining the meaning of the Latin words, and bringing much of
musicality from the choir. What we practiced on our own for the last six months was all coming together.

It was so wonderful of both of them and the rehearsal pianist, Scott Stein, to join us posing for the group picture
after the rehearsal!

Day 3 — March 16, 2024

It was Saturday, which means there are a number of matinees available for the Broadway Shows. So, we were
very grateful that the rehearsal was only in the morning, from 9 a.m. to noon. Once again, both conductors were
making sure that we touched base on all the details as this was really the last rehearsal we would have before the
concert. Three hours flew by, and we were also given detailed instructions for the next morning's meet-up,
orchestra rehearsal at Carnegie, what to expect on the stage, and the post-concert cruise dinner. Also, this beautiful
Saturday brought the St. Patrick’s Day Parade to the city. What a treat to experience an extra bonus!

Many performers had their family members join them in NYC in various ways; some purchased the package with
us, so they were included in everything we did. They even had a backstage pass! Some came only during the
weekend and stayed either in the same hotel, the New York Marriott Marquis, or other places they could find. All
the Regent participants stayed on the 28" floor. The wait for the elevator was quite long sometimes. All of us had
the entire afternoon and the evening to spend time sightseeing, watching shows, and visiting with our family and
friends. And the beautiful weather!! Thanks be to God!

We
were glad that the dress rehearsal went well within the
given time frame.

Since it was the Lord’s day and St. Patrick’s Day, Dr. Mark Jumper, Associate Professor at Regent University
School of Divinity, who sang in the Bass section, shared words with us from St. Patrick’s Confession. The Regent
performers and some others from ODU and UTEP stayed after the morning rehearsal to worship the Lord with
songs, words, and prayers. It was a wonderful worship as the presence of the Holy Spirit was very near us. We
also lifted up our prayers for the singer, who had gotten very ill the night before, for God’s healing mercy.
